The Quartet is named for Antonie Brentano, whom many scholars consider to be
Beethoven’s “Immortal Beloved”, the intended recipient of his famous love
confession.
Since its inception in 1992, the Brentano String Quartet has appeared throughout
the world to popular and critical acclaim. They are the new Quartet-in-Residence
at the Yale School of Music. “The Brentano String Quartet is something special…

When the Bohemian composer Antonín Dvořák was invited to New York to direct
the National Conservatory of Music of America in 1892, he was charged with the
unusual task of helping to establish an American musical identity. 

Paying tribute to Dvořák and his American legacy, the Quartet will feature his
“Quartet in Ab, Op. 105,” written largely in New York, but completed and published
upon his return to Europe in 1895. 

 
In the spirit of an early 20th century recital, the Quartet will perform “encore”
pieces for the second half to reflect Dvořák’s simple wisdom: that the foundation
of an American musical identity would be discovered in our own backyard.
Included are some of the spirituals he found so moving, works by William Grant
Still and George Walker that may never have been written had Dvořák not been an
early champion of Black music, plus music by Charles Ives that quotes American
popular songs, and one blues arrangement by Steven Mackey. If the program has
an emblem, it is the soulful and evocative slow movement from Dvořák’s
“American” Quartet.”

Singer, songwriter, and multi-instrumentalist John McCutcheon has been at the
forefront of American folk music since the late ’70s, covering a wide variety of
traditions including Appalachian dulcimer and fiddle music, topical protest songs,
and children’s albums for respected folk labels like June Appal, Red House, and
Rounder Records.

Artist Spotlight: David Endecott-Hicks
Returning to Nevada City after nearly 25 years of performing all over the world, is a
home-coming for David Endecott-Hicks.

Born and raised in California, he is an Alumni of Nevada Union High School where
he was very active in Theatre Arts and the Baggett Choir Program, under Don and
Rod Baggett. “When people ask me who I am or what my calling is, my first
thought is always, I‘m a performer! Singing, acting, and movement have always
been my fortes. But, I am also a creator. From a very young age I have created.”

Endacott-Hicks went on to pursue his love of performing by completing a
Bachelor of Music at the University of the Pacific, Conservatory of Music and then
continued his graduate training on the East Coast where he attended and studied
at the New England Conservatory of Music, as a Vocal Performance major. He has
been a Principal Performer on and off Broadway, in East and West Coast National
Tours, and has performed professionally with several Opera companies.

Some credits include "Lumiere" in Disney's Beauty and the Beast, "Don Ramiro"
in La Cenerentola at The Kennedy Center for ACTF, the "Student" in the West
Coast Premier of Strawberry Fields, "Tonio" in La Fille Du Regiment with San
Francisco Opera’s Opera á la Carte, "Sheldon" in Junie B Jones for Theatreworks
USA, “Conte Almaviva” in Il Barbiere di Sivilia with Capital Heights Opera, ”Beppo"
in the Bronx Opera's production of Fra Diavolo, "Dr. Blind" in Die Fledermaus with
the New Rochelle Opera, "Tinca" in the Garden State Opera's production of Il
Tabarro, "Prince Karl Franz" in The Student Prince at The Media Theatre, ”
Angelgelt” in Impresario Now at The Laurie Beechman Theatre. 

David Endecott-Hicks is now the Artistic Director and the President of the Board at
The Lyric Rose Theatre. “Creating characters that come to life on stage is one of
my absolute favorite things to do.” He is currently directing two productions of Into
the Woods with the Lyric Rose Theatre Company that will be showing at The
Nevada Theatre in January, one comprised of community members the other a
collaboration with Nevada City School of The Arts. “It is very inspiring to watch an
actor make realizations about their own abilities and use them as tools to give a
great performance. Being a part of this process, not only makes me a better
performer, but it also inspires me to continue my journey as a performer and
director.”

Recently, he has worked with local middle schools to bring the performing arts to
students through enrichment programs. It is one of his goals to restore as much of
the performing arts into the community as possible. “Through performing,
directing, and creating, I look to inspire others and give others opportunities that
they may not have had. My ultimate hope being back in Nevada County, is that I
can give back to the community that taught me how to perform and ultimately gave
me the very vibrant career that I have experienced.”

Visibility Through Art is a community art
initiative produced annually as part of
CHIRP's Arts and Culture Program.
Visibility Through Art is an intentional and
informed collaboration between local
artists and members of the Nevada City
Rancheria Nisenan Tribe. Each project
year explores a theme or subject of
importance to the Tribe, culminating in an
annual exhibit. This year, artists and
Tribal Members were asked to center
around the theme of Erasure. We are
invited to consider: the impact of settler
colonialism through the generations, of
the gold rush, the boarding schools, of
the laws and systems that erased and
continue to eradicate Nisenan heritage
and identity. Art opens the way for
meaningful conversations around topics
that are not always easy to have and
sometimes can reveal solutions that may
otherwise remain unseen.
